Gave a demonstration of the system on a wireless platform.  System is windows based, security encrypted.  You need a password to get in and it is built for mutual aid.

The only cost in the system is navigation training.

Andy McAfee asked about the funding.  The current contract runs through 2010.  They will continue to goto Congress to ask for funding, etc.  

They cannot use public funds to map private industries unless it is considered critical infrastructure.  The cost to map runs around $0.10 per square foot.
