· Turnout Time:  Is that time beginning when a Fire Department is notified of an alarm in progress and ending when the response crew is on-board response apparatus and begin to respond.

· Travel Time:  Is that time beginning when response apparatus begin to respond, (wheels rolling) and ending when response apparatus arrive at the scene of the alarm (wheels stopped).
